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Four vehicles were used for Fisheries Division activities which included operational and
development activities. One of these vehicles was used for activities on Savaii and the rest were
based in Apia. All four vehicles were donated by USAID in 1992. Table 9 records details
pertaining to the use of the Fisheries Division vehicles operational during the year.

8. FISHING BOATS

8.1 Ta

i Matapalapala

The 23-ton fibreglass research fishing vessel, Tautai Matapalapala, is being maintained in

atellite (GPS) and two telephone radios. During the period Tautai Matapalapala was used

excellent condition. The vessel is equipped with a radar, depth finder, Global Positioning

y for deploying, maintenance and monitoring of FADs and in conducting exploratory
fishing activities. A total of 27 trips carrying out various Fisheries work were undertaken.

8.2 Tautai Iapani

Tautai Iapani is a 28-foot aluminium catamaran (alia) and is based at the Asau Fisheries Division
Sub-centre. It is powered by a 75 HP Mariner outboard motor. The vessel was used mainly for

conducting experimental fishing and served as the platform for demonstration of fishing
methods and training for Savaii fishermen.

9. FISHERMEN FUEL SUBSIDY

Fisheries Division continued to issue permits to locally registered fishermen for the purchases of
pre-mixed fuel for use on their fishing boats. The issuance of permits to fishermen for the
purchases of pre-mixed fuel entitles the fishermen for fuel subsidy. Table 10 summarises sales

of pre-mixed fuel by fishing base as taken from Fisheries Division reocords.

The table indicates that most of the fishermen are based at the Apia area and nationally, most of
the fishermen are on Upolu Island. One of the main contributing factors to this is the better
marketing avenues available on Upolu Island.

9. MECHANIC WORKSHOP

Records of repair works carried out on outboard motors indicated that the majority of the
fishermen (95%) were using Yamaha 40HP model during this period. The remaining 5% was
made up of the Tohatsu 25HP/40 HP and Suzuki 15/30HP models.
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
